                     The Coat-of-Arms of Nizhnekamsk  

        Different cities and towns of Tatarstan have their emblems, or symbols. I should like to say some words about the Coat-of-Arms of my native town Nizhnekamsk. It is a small and very beautiful town lying on the picturesque bank of Kama. Nizhnekamsk is famous for the petrochemical complex Nizhnekamskneftehim that releases a high quality production. All these items are represented in the Coat-of-Arms of Nizhnekamsk. 

     Our firstly Coat-of-Arms came into use in 1975. It was approved on the 13d of November by the decision of the Nizhnekamsk Soviet of People s Deputies. It was the red right-angled shield with the silver round. In the centre of it there was the symbol of the main branch of town s industry -Nizhnekamskneftehim. As you know, our town      was named after the Kama River and that is why there were                                                                                      


three white seagulls flying above the running wave. The low part of the circle was drawn as a tyre girded by a ribbon .And we could find the name of our town in Russian and Tatar languages on this red ribbon. Also, there were the young green twigs, the symbols of the Youth which touched the trowel with the date of foundation of the town – «1961». 

     In my childhood there were a lot of souvenirs, cards and banges with the Arms of Nizhnekamsk. 
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 Nowadays there are plenty of modern versions of Emblems of the town but they are not official.  

     The new Coat-of-Arms of our town was approved by the decision of the Soviet of municipal region of Nizhnekamsk № 25 on 9, June, 2006. And I liked it very much. 

 We can see a blue and green field, divided by the gold column with a green ball. Also there is a pine-tree which grows from the ball. In the left side of the Coat-of-Arms in the top there are three silver threads.

    Speaking by the language of symbols and allegories the Arms of Nizhnekamsk region shows historic, geographic and cultural peculiarities of our Native Land. 

     In the Coat-of-Arms it is shown allegorically the Kama which is the main tributary of the Volga River. There are three reservoirs in the Volga. The largest is Nizhnekamskoye. The river is depicted by silver waves and by the changes of colors: blue – yellow – green.

     The silhouette of a pine-tree and the sun are the symbols of good natural conditions for the life in this region. Flying birds symbolize the spiritual rising, energy and creature. Silver is the clearness of spring water, perfection, nobility and mutual understanding. Gold is the symbol of harvest, wealth stability, respect and intellect. Blue colour symbolizes honour, glory, truth and devotion. Yellow colour means nature, health and life increase.

       This Coat-of-Arms is designed by members of Heraldic Soviet of Tatarstan (Ramil Khairutdinov, Radik Salikhov, Ilnur Minnullin, Gennadi Utkin) with the help of the Union of Russian heraldists (Kiril Perekhodenko, Oxana Aphanasieva, Konstantin Mochenov).

     And in conclusion, I should say that we all proud of our native town. So we thank these people for their beautiful creature, for our own Coat-of-Arms.
