   PETERHOF 

    The sothen shores of the Gulf of Finland were from ancient times was a part of the lands of Great Novgorod. But in 1617 Sweden seised this southen shore. Thus Russia found herself cut off from Baltic Sea, which was her most important rote for trade with Western Europe.

   A Northen War between Russia and Sweden started in 1700 and ended in 1721 with Russian victory.  Peterhof was built as a monument to the victories of Russia in a struggle to find an outlet to the Bultic.  

    In 1705 Peter I made a stop in a small seaboard house on his voyage from Petersburg to Kronstadt. He decided to built his new capital a city- monument. 

    Petrodvorets is one of the most poetical and magnificent group of places and parks of 18th –19th centuries. It is situated on the Southen coast of the Gulf of Finland 29 klm. From Snt.Petersburg.

      Peter I invited the guests in Monplaisir Palace and showed them small but very comfortable rooms. The Monplaisir was designed by J. F. Braunstain and Le Blond and was built from 1710-1723 by the sea shore. In front of the Palace there is a small squaregarden, boarded on three sides by low buildings. It was Peter’s favourite.

    Once the Nothen War was over, Peter I began the serious construction of Peterhof. He personally took part in designing the plans. A number of Russian and foreign architecters worked on the building of the estate.

    Marly was built between 1719-1723 by J. Braunstain. It is a two-storeyed building. The easten and westen fscades have balconies. In front of the main façade of the Marly there is a large rectangular pond, which in Peter’s time was full of exotic fish.

   The Hermitage is placed symmetrically opposite the Monplaisir. The Hermitage is plain but elegant. It was built by J.F.Braunstain, but Peter I participated in the design.It is a 2-storeyed building is only 11 meters high.

 From this Palace Peter I commanded the joint forces of Russia, England, Holland and Denmark in The Northen War.

    In the Lower Park there is the Conservatory Palace. It was built between 1722-1724 by J. F. Braunstein and M. Zemtsov. It was designed to protect the tender plants from the strong sea breezes.

    The Greate Cascade is the compositional centre of the whole architectural complex at Petrhof. The Great Cascade consists of 17 artificial waterfalls, 39 bronze statues, was built in the early 18th century. 

   The work on Great Palace started in 1714 and it was opened on August 15 1723. It was built by J.F. Braunstein and J.F. Le-Blond. It’s architecture combines baroque with traditional motives of Old Russian architecture.

   In 1735 when the 25th anniversary of the Battle of Poltave was celebrated was celebrated the fountain ’Samson’ was established in the centre in front of the Greate Cascade. The lead statue ‘Samson’ tearing apart the lion’s jaws created by Rastrelli was an allegorical representation of victory of the Russian Samson over the Swedish lion.

    The Peter and Paul Cathedral was built between 1894 and 1905 by N. Sultanov. The cathedral was designed not only to serve but to be used also as an observation platform, for its upper windows you can see a magnificant view of Snt. Petersburg.

Fountains

The plumbing for the fountains, which was completed between 1721-1722 was designed by Russia’s first hydraulics engineer, Vasili Tuvolkov. 22 kilometres of piping and ducts were used and fountains were designed in such way that the water flowed under its own pressure without the aid of any pumps.  There are 172 fountains and 3 cascades in the Upper and Lower Park. 

In the centre of the fasade of the Great Palace you have a magnificent view of the Great Cascade wich consists of 17 artificial waterfalls, 39 gilded bronse statues, 29 bas- reliefs, 142 water jets and 64 sprinkles. The Great Cascade is the compositional centre of the whole architectural complex at Peterhof. The Great Cascade was built in the early 18 century. It consists of 142 fountains. The centre figure of the Great Cascade is the tall figure of ‘Samson’was designed by Rastrelly in 1735. The height of fountain jet is 22 m. This fountain was built to commemorate the battle of Poltava on St.Samson’s Day June 27, 1709. 

The fountains of the Great Cascade have been described as a symphony in water dedicated to the celebration of Russian arms. 

On the central terrace of the Great Cascade stands’Basket’ fountain. It consists of 28 criss-crossed jets and 11 vertical columns of water and imitates the bouquet of flowers. In allegorical language of 18th  century a basket of flowers or fruit signified  wealth and abundance. 

The next fountain is the ‘Neptune’, wich is the compositional centre of the Upper Park. The ‘Neptune’ fountain was brought to Russia from German town of Nuremberg. In 1782 Prince Pavel, the heir to the Russian Throne, visited Nuremberg in his travels through Europe, where he was offered the ‘Neptune’ fountain for the sum of 30 thousand rubles. In 1799 the ‘Neptune’ fountain assumed its present place in the Upper Park at Peterhof. 

The ‘Triton’ fountain in the centre of the Conservatory depicts Tritone (Neptune’s son) grappling with a sea monster with 8-metre column of water. The whole sculptural group was made by Carlo Rastrelli in 1726. 

The ‘Pyramid’ fountain consists of 505 separate jets at various heights in 7 tiers forming a pyramide. It was built by M. Zemtsov and N. Michetti.

It is better to see Peterhof once than to hear a hundred times.

	The Hermitage
	It was built symmetricall opposite the Monplaisir in the east of Lower Park. The 2-storeyed building only 11  m. high.

	The Hermitage is a home for a person who prefers to live alone. Peter I invited foreign guests to a banquet.

	Conservatory

	Was built as a summer residence of Peter I.

	The Neptune fountain
	Compositional centre of the Upper Park. On a high pedestal /          stands Neptune, god of sea. The Composition consists of 27 figures.
	Was brought to Russia from German town Nuremberg. Prince Pavel visited Nuremberg and bought the fountain for the sum of 30 thousand roubles. In 1799 it appeared in the Upper Park at Peterhof.
	Was designed by Ritter and G. Schweigger (1650-1658)
