Учебная – обобщение и повторение пройденного материала по теме “The Geography and Political Outlook of the UK”, контроль знаний по теме.

Воспитательная – формирование умения работать в группах, самостоятельно, формирование положительной мотивации к изучению иностранного языка, воспитание толерантного отношения друг к другу.

Развивающая – развитие логики, произвольного внимания, речевой догадки.

Образовательная – научить применять изученный лексический материал по теме в речи, используя, полученные знания о культуре страны изучаемого языка.

Ход и содержание урока
I. Приветствие
Glad to see you, dear pupils. Hope you are doing well today, aren’t you? Very well. OK. Ready to go? Let’s start. 

II. Организационный момент

4. What date is it today? 
5. What is the weather like today? 

III. Постановка цели
The theme of our lesson is ‘The Geography and Political Outlook of the UK. It’s a great pleasure for me to talk about Great Britain. Many years ago the greatest English poet William Shakespeare said “Britain is a world by itself. ” Today we are going to play game to check your knowledge and to know who has the best knowledge and who knows more information about the geography and political outlook of the UK.

IV. Основной этап
1. T: Let’s start our play. I’ll divide you in 2 groups and you try to work very hard to prove your good knowledge. First of all look at the blackboard. Here you can see 2 columns of words (1st column is for the 1st group, 2nd – for the 2nd one):

- …Northern Ireland - …Cardiff

- …Scots (nation.) - …Straits of Dover

- …English Channel - …Scotland

- …Edinburgh - …British Isles

- …Welsh - …North Sea

- …Atlantic Ocean - …United Kingdom

Your task is to choose one person in group who will read these words. For each word I’ll give you one point if you read and translate it correctly. Don’t forget about articles! Приложение 1–5
Very good! I see that you know the correct pronunciation of words. And what about you knowledge of capitals, people and languages of some countries. Now you’ll work like that. I need one representative from each team. This man will work individually. Ok. You task is to match the word with the translation. And other members of the group will work in your groups. You task is to fill in the table . You have 4 minutes. Let’s check 

Good job! So, let’s continue the game. It’s an island country. Britain is very small compared with many other countries in the world, yet it is the surprisingly varied land in many different ways: the diversity landscape in different parts of the country; a long history that is rich in historic events, a varied cultural heritage; long-lived customs and traditions, the great cities of London, Edinburgh, Oxford and Cardiff. 

2. Контроль выполнения домашнего задания.

T: I think that your knowledge in words is brilliant. Now you’ll work in your groups. 

Great Britain or Albion is an ancient and poetic name for this country, perhaps from the white (Latin “Albus”) cliffs of Dover. So where is it situated? (Pupil 1) tells us about the geographical position of Great Britain.

The United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland is situated on the British Isles The UK consists of 4 countries: England, Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland The United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland is the official name of the state which is situated in the British Isles. It is washed by the Atlantic Ocean in the north, the North Sea in the east, the English Channel and the Straits of Dover in the south. More than 56 million people live in Britain. The United Kingdom of Great Britain and Northern Ireland consists of four countries which are England, Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland.

T: Every country has its history; the UK is not an exception. Pages from the history of G.B. in brief will be told by (pupil 2).

P2: England represents a red cross on a white field. It’s Saint George’s Cross of England. England is the heart of Great Britain. s land is 130,000 sq. km. The population of England is 48 mil. people. The largest cities are Manchester, Liverpool, Birmingham, Nottingham, Sheffield and others. People who live in England are called the English. They speak only English. The famous river Thames is situated in London. The national emblem of England is red rose. The national flag of England represents a red cross on a white field. It’s Saint George’s Cross of England. England is the heart of Great Britain. 

P3: Scotland is smaller than England but larger than Wales. The capital of Scotland is Edinburgh. Scotland is the second part of the UK. Its land is 78,800 sq. km. The population of Scotland is 5,3 mil. people. The largest cities are Glasgow, Aberdeen, Dundee. People who live in Scotland are called the Scottish or Scots. They speak Scottish and English. The biggest rivers are Clyde and Spay. There are a lot of beautiful lakes in Scotland. But the most famous of them are Loch Lomond and Loch Ness. The lake “Loch Ness” is famous all over the world because of its monster. The greatest mountains are Ben Nevis and Grampian Hills.

The national emblem of Scotland is a thistle. The national flag is a blue field with white diagonal crossed stripes on it. It’s Saint Andrew’s Cross. 

P4: Wales is the smallest country in the UK. The capital of Wales is Cardiff. Its land is 20,800 sq. km. Its population is about 2,8 mil. people. The largest cities are Swansea, New Port. The biggest river is Usk and the biggest lake is Wirnwel. One of the biggest mountain is Snowdon. The national symbol is a yellow daffodil. The national flag is white and green with a red dragon on it. 

P5: Northern Ireland is the fourth country in the UK. Its land is about 14,000 sq. km. The population is about 1,5 mil. people. The capital of the Northern Ireland is Belfast. The largest cities are Ulster and Dublin. The biggest rivers are Shannon, Bun. Northern Ireland is a land of lakes and rivers. The biggest lake is Lough Neigh. People who live in Ireland are the Irish. They speak Irish and English. The national flag of Ireland represents a diagonal red cross on a white field. It’s Saint Patrick’s Cross. The national symbol is a green shamrock. 

T:
You work very hard. I see that you know much information about the geography of the UK. And now your task is to prove your knowledge in political system of the country. I’ll give you cards and your task is to tell me about the queen and the parliament in the UK. I’ll give you 5 minutes to prepare. So, we are ready to listen to your representatives    Good work!

P 6: In Britain the Queen is the Head of State. In fact, the Queen does not rule. She is the symbol of the country. She travels about the UK, meets different people and visits schools, hospitals and other special places.

Развитие навыков аудирования. (Просмотреть видео сюжет и ответить на вопросы)

The real power in the country belongs to the British Parliament and to the British Government. The British Parliament has two houses: the House of Lords and the House of Commons. The Houses of Lords doesn’t have much power but it is very important as it can offer and change laws, it can delay laws too. The House of Commons makes laws about the policy, taxes and many other things.

P 7: The British flag, known as the Union Jack, is a combination of three flags: the Saint George's cross, the Saint Andrew's cross and the Saint Patrick's cross. They represent England, Scotland and Ireland. Wales isn't  represented in the Union Flag: the Welsh have their own flag.

T: Listen to a poem and answer my question: How does the author call Union Jack?

P8: 

Waving the flag as he fell to the ground - 
While the locals rejoiced in liberation. 
So take those ice cold islands back - 
Almighty Union Jack! A thousand 
Victories will be behind you, in royal 
Fashion the colonies, the land swept up 
In the naval destruction out at sea. 
No wire to the U.K. - no moral 
Ground can prepare us to die at 
Falkland Sound. 
So take those ice cold islands back 
Almighty Union Jack! A thousand 
Victories will be behind you, when will 
We learn to cease the fire. My friends 
In modern times - we need a better way.

T: Match the flags to their countries and to their Patron Saints: (Приложение 5)

P7: In the official coat of arms the field shows the various royal emblems of different parts of Britain: the three lions of England in the first and fourth quarters, the lion of Scotland in the second and the harp of Ireland in the third. It is surrounded by a garter bearing the motto Honi soit qui mal y pense. The shield is supported by the English lion and the Scottish unicorn and is surmounted by the Royal crown. Below it appears the motto of the Sovereign, Dieu et mon drot (God and my right. The plant badges of the United Kingdom- rose, thistle and shamrock – are displayed beneath the shield.

The national anthem of the country is “God save the Queen”. It was written by Henry Cary and was sung in 1740 for the first time.

T: Your task is to solve the crossword. I’ll give you 4 minutes for work 

Your time is over, please return me sheets of paper. We’ll continue our work. 

So now two pupils – one of each team – will work with cards. Your task will be to make up sentences with words (Приложение № 1, 4)
 Other members of the group will work with me. Very good! So, you know the right facts and it’s very difficult to confuse you. And now I want to check what you know about the land and the people in the UK. Two pupils – one of each team – will work with me. Choose the representative. Your task will be to answer the questions on the cards. 

V. Заключительный этап. Подведение итогов.
So. Let’s sum up everything. What did we do today? Today we remember the information about the UK, repeat our words on this topic.
