H. English for export
1. The roots of Canadian English can be found in the events which followed the American Revolution of 1776. Those who had supported Britain found themselves unable to stay in the new United States, and most went into exile in the Ontario region of Canada. From there they spread to all parts of the country. They were soon followed by many thousands who were attracted by the cheapness of land.
2. The legal limit for driving after drinking alcohol is 80 milligrams of alcohol in 100 milliliters of blood when tested. But there is no sure way of telling how much you can drink before you reach this limit. It varies with each person depending on your weight, your sex, if you've eaten and what sort of drinks you've had. Some people might reach their limit after only about three standard drinks.

1. In the East, the Atlantic Provinces had been settled with En​glish speakers as early as 1497. when the British explorer John Cabot claimed Newfoundland, but even today these areas contain less than 10 per cent of the population, so that they have only a marginal role in the development of the Canadian 'norm'. In Quebec, the use of French language and culture remains from the first period of explo​ration, with the majority of people using French as a mother-tongue: here, English and French coexist uneasily.
2.  In fact, a person's driving ability can be affected by just one or two drinks. Even if one is below the legal limit, he/she could still be taken to court if a police officer thinks his/her driving has been affected by alcohol. It takes about one hour for the body to get rid of the alcohol in one standard drink. So, if someone has a heavy drinking session in the evening he/she might find that his/her driving ability is still affected the next morning, or that he/she is still over the legal limit. 
3.  In the ironic words of the novelist Malcolm Bradbury, it is an ideal British product, 'needing no workers and no work, no assembly lines and no assembly, no spare parts and very little servicing, it is used for the most intimate and the most public services everywhere. We call it the English language...' Dr Robert Burchfield, former Chief Editor of the Oxford English Dictionary, has remarked that 'any lit​erate, educated person on the face of the globe is deprived if he does not know English'.
4. To avoid being a victim, use your common sense as you would when traveling anywhere else. Don't be poring over maps and guide​books at street comers; avoid wandering, especially alone, in dimly-lit streets or dark alleys; even if that's where the «real» bars and clubs are; don't leave valuables in your hotel room; don't go off jogging or walking very early in the morning until you have familiarized yourself with the neighborhood.
5. Asked why they did not do physical exercise 49 per cent of girls said that they did not feel comfortable exercising in front of other peo​ple, 35 per cent said they did not have time, 34 per cent said they did not look good in exercise clothes, 33 per cent said they did not want to look too muscular and 30 per cent said they were no good at sport. Almost half the girls (47 per cent) said they would rather dance or do yoga than take part in traditional sports.

Happy Workers are Better Workers
A study at_large factory shows that «happy» workers are less in work-related accidents and likely to be A22_________cidenls, than «serious» ones. The «happy» workers also tend to be more creative, and are sick less often. The researchers began their study by examining photographs of 4,686 employees who participated in the research. The employees were photographed when they A23_____for their jobs many years ago. Only 10 percent of the men and 30 percent of the women smiled or expressed happiness in those pictures. The photo that a person brings to a place of A24 _____when applying for a job shows the image he wants to present. After looking at the pictures, the em​ployees' files were examined. The 25_____checked (the number of accidents the employees had and the number of days that workers stayed home because they were ill. A clear difference was A26______between the «smiling, happy» group and the «serious» group. «Smiling, happy» workers had a significantly lower injury rate in work-related accidents, when compared to the «serious» workers. In addition, the number of sick days in 28 years of work reported for «happy» A27_____employees was 33, as opposed to 1,209 for the «serious» female employees. The «happy» male workers were sick only 19 days, compared to an A28_____, of 581 for the «serious» male workers. Although many people think that it is necessary to be serious at work, this study has shown that happy workers are better workers.
