The most recognizable bridge in the world is the London Bridge. It was built within 8 years and nearly 250 workers were involved.  The construction is 265 m long and the framework weighs about 11 000 tons. [2]

On the North bank of the river Thames visitors can see the most rich in historic sights place – Westminster with world famous Westminster Abbey. This is a large gothic church, the traditional place of coronation and burial sites. [3]

Stonehenge
One of the world’s most vital prehistoric sites and surely one of Britain’s most popular tourist attractions, the ancient ring of Neolithic stones at Stonehenge has attracted hordes of pilgrims, philosophers and mystery seekers for centuries. [8]
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 Its original purpose is unclear to us, but some have speculated that it was a temple made for the worship of ancient earth deities. It has been called an astronomical observatory for marking significant events on the prehistoric calendar. Others claim that it was a sacred site for the burial of high-ranking citizens from the societies of long ago.  While we can't say with any degree of certainty what it was for, we can say that it wasn't constructed for any casual purpose. Only something very important to the ancients would have been worth the effort and investment that it took to construct Stonehenge.

The stones we see today represent Stonehenge in ruin. Many of the original stones have fallen or been removed by previous generations for home construction or road repair. But it definitely stays Britain's greatest national icon, symbolizing mystery, power and endurance. [10]
Dorset
Another UNESCO World Heritage site, the Jurassic Coast, is the popular name given to this 95-mile (155 km) long stretch of coastline in southern England, located along the east Devon and Dorset shores. [8]
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Although, you won’t be chased by a T-Rex, you might go home with some Jurassic treasures, as the area has fossils scattered along its beaches. If plowing through the sand and mud is not your definition of fun, then just enjoy a leisure walk down the wild beaches to witness the sheer white cliffs and stunning rock formations with the millions of earthly years frozen in them.
